School attendance among children varies across education levels:

o ltis low (49.3%) for the pre-school age population (3-6 years), widespread (95.1%)
for the primary school-age population (7-12 years), and moderate (71.8%) for the
secondary school-age population (13-18 years) at the time of the census.

e School attendance varies also across the sectors:

» The high attendance rate for the pre-school age population is 70.8% (in
Niboye sector) while the low is 25.2% (in Gahanga sector).

» For the primary school-age, the high attendance rate is 98.0% in Niboye and
Nyarugunga sector, while the low is 82.7% in Gahanga sector.

» For the secondary school, it varies from 77.3% in Kagarama to 68.5% in
Gikondo sector.
