» The 4™ Rwanda Population and Housing Census (PHC4) has enumerated 284,561
residents in Nyarugenge district, which represent 25.1% of the total population of the Kigali
city (1,132,686 residents).

= The population of Nyarugenge district is predominantly male: 148,132 are men
corresponding to 52.1% of the total population.

= Males are predominant in almost all sectors of the district except Mageragere (49.1%) and
Kanyinya (49.3%).

= Kimisagara, Nyamirambo and Kigali are the mostly populated sectors in Nyarugenge
district. They accommodate 16.4%; 14.2% and 10.6% of the total population of district,
respectively.

= The least populated sector is Rwezamenyo (16,763 inhabitants), representing 5.9% of the
total resident population of Nyarugenge district.

» Rwezamenyo sector has the highest percentage of the never married persons
